* For students on leave after payment of tuition, even though tuition fee during the
semester when s/he returns increases than that of the semester when s/he left,
there will be no extra charges.

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Class registration

Credit for class registration

Maximum credits for class registration are 20 per semester, and a total of 36 credits
per year.

Maximum credits for class registration are 144 for 4 years, and 130 credits or higher
for graduation. On top of credit requirements, other graduation requirements should
be completed.

Students who get GPA 4.25 or higher (including F and dropped credits) from
the previous semester can additionally register 3 credits for the next semester.
Each course has a limitation in the number of students who can be accepted.
